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The US Tennis Association 
officially notified the Village of New 
Baden that it will receive $10,000 
from the national level of the 
organization and $2,000 at the 
sectional level, towards 
improvements to the tennis courts 
in the community park. The 
regional arm of the USTA will add 
$500 towards the cost of 
equipment.   
 
All of this is part of a project 
expected to be completed this 
spring where the three existing 
courts will be refurbished and 
converted into two regulation sized 
courts with special markings for 
younger players. 
 
Park & Recreation Coordinator 
Renee Meinhardt has worked 
diligently over many months to 
pursue and secure grant funding 
for the project.  The USTA is 
supportive of local efforts to 
promote the game of tennis and 
introduce young players to the 
sport. 
 
Once completed 
the Village will 
be seeking 
individuals who 
might be interested 
in providing youth 
tennis lessons on the new courts. 

At their regular meeting 
on Monday, January 5th, 
the Village Board will 
consider a resolution that, 
if adopted, will submit to 
the electors the question 
of whether New Baden 
should become a home 
rule community.  That 
question would then 
appear on the April 7, 
2015 ballot.  A simple 
majority in favor would 
institute home rule. 
 
For the last several 
months, Village officials 
have been researching 
and discussing this 
possibility.   Since 2013, 
New Baden has been 
interested in adopting a 
Crime Free Rental 
Housing program.  But 
only those communities 
that are home rule are 
allowed to do so. 
 
There are two basic ways to become 
home rule.  Every Illinois community 
automatically becomes so when they 
reach a population of 25,000.  All 
other municipalities attain that status 
only after a referendum is approved by 
its electors. 
 
If adopted by the Board, it is then 
certified by the Village Clerk to the 
election authorities in both Clinton and 
St. Clair Counties, and those 
authorities assure that it appears on 
the ballots. 
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The Village of Shiloh has already 
placed a similar referendum on their 
ballot for April, and for the exact same 
reason.   
 
A number of home rule communities 
in our region have already adopted 
crime free rental housing ordinances. 
When those ordinances are effectively 
enforced, criminals tend to leave 
those communities and crime rates go 
down.  But those criminals then tend 
to move into communities who do not 
have crime free rental housing 
regulations.  This is what New Baden 
hopes to be able to avoid.  Ã

     Community Calendar - January 2015 

The National GeospatialïIntelligence 
Agency (NGA) - once known as 
ñDefense Mappingò - plans to move 
from its current location on South 2nd 
Street in St. Louis, to one of four sites 
under consideration.  One of those 
four adjoins Scott Air Force Base.   
 
The agency develops and analyzes 
images and geospatial information 
that describes, assesses and visually 
depicts the geography and physical 
features of specific locations on 
Earth.  That data is used by the 
Department of Defense and the 
intelligence community to carry out 
their missions. 
 
The NGAôs current facilities are 
outdated and the agency is seeking 
to build a new campus in a 
technology-advanced, collaborative 
environment.  Their hope is to 
move into that new facility 
within the next 6 years. 
 
The project is of significance 
to New Baden, because if the 
agency moves to St. Clair 
County, it will bring its 3,000 
employees into the region.  
While most may simply 
commute from their current 
homes, others, or any new 
employees, will probably look 
locally for housing.  And with 
New Baden offering small-
town living just 12 miles 
away, our community could 
see some influx of new 
residents.  That  might prompt 
new residential development. 

In addition, the community could 
experience related commercial 
growth and development because of  
I-64 and our close proximity. 
 
The proposed site lies along the 
northern boundary of the base and is 
shaped in such a way so as to not fall 
within the flight path of the runways.  
The location would be easily 
accessible to I-64 from the new 
interchange currently under 
construction at Rieder Road.       
 
In December the US Army Corps of 
Engineers held public hearings as 
part of environmental studies at each 
of the four sites under consideration.  
A final Environmental Impact 
Statement is expected in February 
2016, with a final site decision 
hopefully in March 2016.  Ã
