New Baden hired Mike Riley as a 
patrolman in 1976 and promoted 
him to Chief three years later - a 
position he has held for 36 years. 
But on June 30th Riley will 
figuratively hang up his guns as he 
steps into retirement. 
 
Mike is well known and well 
respected in the community and 
will be missed at the Village.  A 
resident of New Baden since 1957, 
he graduated from Wesclin High 
School in 1970 and later from 
Belleville Area College, SIU 
Edwardsville, and the FBI National 
Academy in Quantico, Virginia.    
 
The Village is planning a 
community open house on the 
afternoon of Saturday, July 11th to 
give residents an opportunity to 
thank Mike for his years of service, 
and to wish him well.  Details will 
be in next monthôs issue.   
 
Sergeant Scott Meinhardt will 
become the Villageôs new Police 
Chief effective July 1.  Part-time 
officer Joe Berry moves to full-time 
to keep the full-time force at five.

This yearôs June Jamboree kicks off 
Friday June 19th at 6:00 pm when the 
food stands open and the rides begin 
to spin. 
 
Advance ride tickets are on sale 
starting Memorial Day weekend at 
First County Bank, Kokomo Joeôs and 
Berkemannôs Bakery.  Tickets are 
$2.00 in advance but $2.50 at the 
park grounds.   
 
Local organizations will man the food 
stands and are expected to again 
offer some tasty choices.  The 
Jaycees typically prepare BBQ pork 
steaks, chicken and other delights.  
The Lions Clubôs usual fare is fish, 
fries and funnel cakes.  And the 
Chamber of Commerce usually serves 
up hamburgers, brats and hot dogs 
back in the truck and tractor pull area.  
 
At 7:00 pm Friday evening, action 
starts up in the truck and tractor pull 
area with the ATV and Modified 

Garden Tractor Pull.  Admission is 
free.  Competitors can start registering 
at 5:00 pm.  There will be 6 garden 
tractor classes and 4 ATV classes.  It 
is always a fun time.   
 
Live music with Avery Hill starts at 
8:00 pm under Pavilion #1, and the 
beer flows until 1:00 am when the 
stands shut down for the evening.   
 
Assuming you didnôt stay at the beer 
stands too long, you can check in at 
7:00 am on Saturday morning in the 
park for the 16th Annual 5K Walk / 
Run.  The run starts at 8:00 am and is  
sponsored by the Wesclin Athletic 
Boosters.
